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CREDIT FOR CHINESE LANGUAGE STUDIES 

 
Rational 
It is the intent and purpose of the Legislature to encourage the establishment of programs of instruction 
in foreign language, including courses in foreign language in private schools, and to provide 
opportunities for credit for such studies in public schools.* 

Purpose 
To promote Chinese language education through a program which is recognized by a student’s public 
school and grants credit for such study. 

Student Eligibility 
• In order to be eligible for credit, students must be enrolled in Palo Alto Unified School District 

middle or high school and in the Palo Alto Chinese School concurrently. Classes taken in 
elementary school may not be applied to high school credit. 

• Students must achieve a satisfactory level of performance on a test which shall be developed by 
the Palo Alto Chinese School in cooperation with the District. 

Credit 
• A maximum of 30 units may be granted for Chinese language study. 

• Credit must be granted in increments of 10 (one year) units. A minimum of 20 hours of classroom 
instruction per semester must be guaranteed by the Palo Alto Chinese School. 

Application Procedures 
• Students shall submit an application to the public high school principal which has an original 

signature of the Chinese School principal (see attachment A). 

• If credit is denied, students will be informed in writing of the reasons for denial and the remedy 
available.
